KEY FINDINGS

TABLE 1: CONTRACT PRICE ADJUSTMENT PROVISIONS (CPAP)

Noteworthy month-on-month changes in November 2022 were as follows:

Work group 125 — metal roofing (aluminium): the index increased by 2,3%. There was a change of 2,6% in the SEIFSA
index for aluminium products 99.7 EC grade rod (accounting for 90,0% of this work group).

Work group 129 — ceilings: the index increased by 2,3%. There were changes of 4,3% in the PPI for ceiling boards
(accounting for 60,0% of this work group) and -2,6% in the PPI for aluminium products (accounting for 10,0% of this work

group).

Work group 173 — steel water pipe installations: the index increased by 1,7%. There were changes of 2,0% in the PPI for
steel pipes (accounting for 40,0% of this work group) and 7,9% in the PPI for fibre glass (accounting for 12,0% of this work

group).
Work group 140 — aluminium work: the index decreased by 1,5%. There was a change of -2,6% in the PPI for aluminium
products (accounting for 60,0% of this work group).

TABLES 2 AND 3: CONSTRUCTION INPUT PRICE INDICES (CIPI)

The annual change in the index for total construction was 9,2% in November 2022. The index increased by 0,1% month-
on-month.

The following indices recorded noteworthy month-on-month changes: ceiling boards (4,4%), ready-mix concrete (2,0%),
nails, screws and metal fasteners (-2,6%), cement (-2,0%) and bituminous mixtures (-2,0%).

TABLE 4: MINING AND CONSTRUCTION PLANT AND EQUIPMENT PRICE INDEX

The annual change in the index for plant and equipment was 11,0% in November 2022. The index increased by 0,5%
month-on-month.

TABLE 5: MECHANICAL AND ELECTRICAL ENGINEERING INPUT PRICE INDICES

The annual change in the index for mechanical engineering was 12,1% in November 2022. The index decreased by 0,2%
month-on-month.

The annual change in the index for electrical engineering was 7,7% in November 2022. The index increased by 1,1%
month-on-month.

TABLE 6: CIVIL ENGINEERING MATERIAL PRICE INDICES

The annual change in the total index (civil engineering material) was 8,7% in November 2022. The index decreased by
0,4% month-on-month.

Africa, the South African Institute of Architects, the National Department of Public Works
and Statistics South Africa.

The updated CPAP manuals "CPAP Application Manual” and “CPAP Work Groups

Respondent response rate

The respondent response rate for November 2022 was 95,1%. The rate was calculated
by means of the total number of companies where prices were collected as a percentage
of the total sample.

Sources for CPAP

The CPAP work group indices are derived from changes in the cost structures prevailing
in 37 different sectors of the building industry and are published by Stats SA on a monthly
basis. The indices reported on in this publication are mainly based on a combination of
PPI, SEIFSA and CPI indices for the particular month.

Tax Value-added tax (VAT) is not included in these indices.
