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KEY FINDINGS: CONTRACT PRICE ADJUSTMENT PROVISIONS (CPAP)

In September 2020, month-on-month percentage changes in the CPAP work group indices ranged from -1,2% for
work group 118 to 6,7% for work group 124 (Table 1).

Noteworthy changes in September 2020 were as follows:

e Work group 124: The index increased by 6,7% month-on-month. There was an increase of 7,8% month-on-
month in the SEIFSA index for galvanised sheets (accounting for 85,0% of this work group).

e Work group 136: The index increased by 5,7% month-on-month. There was an increase of 15,6% month-on-
month in the SEIFSA index for plates HR Grade S355 JO+N (accounting for 9,0% of this work group) and an
increase of 11,0% month-on-month in the SEIFSA for Iscor steel price - light sections (accounting for 10,0% of
this work group).

e Work group 162: The index increased by 4,6% month-on-month. There was an increase of 7,8% month-on-
month in the SEIFSA index for galvanised sheets (accounting for 20,0% of this work group) and an increase of
4,9% month-on-month in the SEIFSA for copper 7.9 mm rod (accounting for 35,0% of this work group).

e Work group 118: The index decreased by 1,2% month-on-month. There was a decrease of 2,1% month-on-

month in the PPI for granite, sandstone and other monumental or building stone (accounting for 54,0% of this
work group).

KEY FINDINGS: CONSTRUCTION INPUT PRICE INDICES (CIPI)

. Total construction: The index increased by 1,7% month-on-month (Table 2).

. Civil engineering material — total: The index increased by 1,9% month-on-month (Table 6).
